Classroom Call - 3AW	
This term, 3AW have fully immersed themselves in our space topic 
through a range of creative and hands-on activities. The children 
explored the solar system, created astronaut profiles and 
mnemonics, and produced some fantastic astronaut and galaxy 
artwork. They designed and built self-launching rockets, developing 
their creativity and problem-solving skills, and enjoyed a special 
rocket launch day where they learned about real missions, including 
NASA’s Artemis II, made space-themed jelly, and trained like 
astronauts. They also wrote letters to Space Forge in Cardiff, linking 
their learning to real-world science. In science, the children carried 
out a thermal experiment to test which materials keep heat in, 
helping them understand how space suits are designed. A real 
highlight was creating their own 3D hologram projectors. Seeing 
their solar systems come to life in 3D was a memorable experience, 
combining science, technology and creativity in a modern and 
engaging way.
